Our staff makes certain the
shelters are ready for use when the weather is unstable.
CB-030 Judy Clapp said the lighting and the ventilation was very poor and not working during their recent visit. She did ask
that our staff check out. Tom explained that the generator system had issues during the storm that are being addressed.
GL-054 Maggie Thompson — Suggested packing an emergency kit to have ready in case of severe weather.
CC-98 & 99 JW Mann — The low water bridge at Cedar Creek has over-flowed at least 4 times within the last couple of
years. We knew the creek was there when purchasing the property. Our family does not hold Cedar Blue responsible.
CB-64 & CB-65 Rhonda Matthews — She voiced her concerns about the dust from the roads. Tom explained that the Board
of Directors had much discussion this morning with regards to the roads and is currently working on a solution.
CN-7 Charles Ballew —The red rock that was recently put in the Cedar Creek area does not produce as much dust.

Property lines must be
marked. Permits are approved for 90 days. Should you need an extension, contact the Cedar Blue Park office.
The Environmental committee reviews permits on the 3™ Saturday each month after the monthly Board
meeting. If no property lines are defined, a survey of the property may be required at the owner’s expense. The
maintenance staff will not assist in property line location.
