Property lines must be
marked. Permits are approved for 90 days. Should you need an extension, contact the Cedar Blue Park office.
The Environmental committee reviews permits on the 3™ Saturday each month after the monthly Board
meeting. If no property lines are defined, a survey of the property may be required at the owner’s expense.
